In the 205 and under division ,Linda Haglund rolled  a 172 to
finish fifth for $1000.  Haglund, from Gothenborg, Sweden, finished
tied for 3rd in Thursday’s sweeper.   She is the only player to finish in
the top five twice thus far in this event.

Sweeper Four will roll tonight with squads at 7 and 9 p.m.  Spon-
sored by Kegel, the entire prize fund and $5000 first place is once
again guaranteed regardless of entries.  60 players have now quali-
fied for the $58,000 Sweeper Grand Finale, and 40 more spots will
be claimed in the remaining two sweepers.
